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THIRD ANNUAL CHIEF FINANCIAL OFFICERS’ SUMMIT ANNOUNCES ALL-STAR SPEAKER LINEUP

MIT Sloan School alumni assemble financial industry leaders to address critical issues including leadership, accountability, compliance, reporting - and football

CAMBRIDGE, Mass. — September 22, 2005 — The home city of the world champions of professional football will be a fitting backdrop to “Quarterbacking for Financial Excellence,” the third annual Chief Financial Officers’ Summit Conference to be held at the Marriott Hotel in Newton, Massachusetts on Friday, November 18.

The Massachusetts Institute of Technology’s Sloan School of Management Alumni Club of Boston is the summit organizer. The pace of early registrations has been brisk, according to co-chairman Jack McCullough. “We expect to sell out for the third consecutive year.  Despite its relatively brief history, the MIT CFO Summit has become a can’t-miss event for present and aspiring leaders of the financial world,” said McCullough. 

David G. Walker, Comptroller General of the United States, will deliver the summit’s opening address to the anticipated crowd of 525 senior financial, business, and academic executives. Mr. Walker will speak on leadership and accountability in the public sector.

Following the Walker keynote, Blythe McGarvie, president of Leadership for International Finance Group, will moderate a plenary panel on “Keys to Leadership Effectiveness in Business and Life.” Panelists will be chief financial officers Larry Best of Boston Scientific; Robert Blakeley, MCI; Alfred Drewes, Pepsi Bottling Group; and Carol Tome, The Home Depot.  

Industrialist and philanthropist William I. Koch, an MIT graduate whose extensive art collections are currently on display at the Boston Museum of Fine Arts, will address the summit’s luncheon gathering.  Mr. Koch’s topic will be the lessons learned from mounting a successful defense of the America’s Cup in yachting, and how they apply to business.
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The full day of panels and case studies will include sessions on regulatory compliance and financial reporting; financial excellence in non-profit organizations; capital markets and liquidity; employee benefits; the CFO’s role in sales and marketing; CFO/audit committee relationships post Sarbanes-Oxley; international financial operations; and a case study on Sarbanes-Oxley compliance.  Some of the companies whose executives will take part include Raytheon, Hard Rock Café, Harvard Pilgrim Health Care, and Novell.

The final session of the day, “The Business of Football,” will feature National Football League senior vice president Kim Williams; former New England Patriots chief operating officer Andy Wasynczuk, now teaching at Harvard Business School; and former Patriot wide receiver Randy Vataha, now a partner at Game Plan LLC, a Boston-based investment bank.
