Established in 1970, the Boston College Hall of Fame honors those men
and women whose exceptional performance on the fields of friendly strife
and, in later years on other fields, merits special recognition from alma
mater.  Each year’s inductees are honored at a special ceremony.  Hall of
Fame members are permanently enshrined on the Wall of Fame in the west
concourse of Conte Forum.

To be considered for induction, nominees must have completed their
eligibility at least five years previously.  If a prospective inductee has gone
on to professional athletics, he/she must have retired from active competi-
tion.

Voting Process: Nominating Committee
The president of the Boston College Varsity Club (BCVC) selects the

Hall of Fame Nominating Committee, whose responsibility is to screen all
possible candidates that will be presented to the selection committee. It is
suggested that the nominating committee submit not more than 20 nomi-
nations to the selection committee.

Voting Process: Selection Committee
The president of the Varsity Club is Chair of the Hall of Fame Selection

Committee and presides at all meetings of that committee. The first vice
president serves as Chair in the absence of the president. The Chair may
appoint alternates to the Selection Committee in the event of unforeseen
absences. Alternates should be chosen from past Varsity Club presidents,
current of former officers or executive committee members, or persons who
demonstrate an understanding of the mission of the Varsity Club.

Each member of the Selection Committee receives a binder with all
nominations for the current year.  Any Selection Committee member may
nominate a candidate or candidates from his/her binder. Not all candidates
whose names appear in the binder are automatically presented for consid-
eration. A member of the Selection Committee must place a candidate’s
name for consideration at a committee meeting.

To ensure that the process of selection is equitable, and that every can-
didate gets proper consideration, the voting is performed in multiple phas-
es. Candidates are presented for consideration by the Chair or by members
of the committee. The floor is then opened for discussion of the candidates
by all committee members. Once the candidates have been presented for
consideration, the floor is closed and no other candidates will be considered
for that year. 

The Selection Committee then proceeds through a series of confiden-
tial, handwritten votes under the direction of the Chair. The Chair requests
that the committee members vote for their top candidates in each round of
voting. The objective of each round is to narrow the field of candidates in a
fair and equitable manner. Candidates that poll the highest in a given round
remain in consideration, while candidates that receive few or no votes in a
given round are subject to elimination from consideration. Discussion and
additional review of each candidate’s qualifications may be entertained after
each round. The goal is to select the eight (8) most qualified candidates for
induction to the Hall of Fame each year. 

The Hall of Fame Club was established in 1990.  Gold Memberships
and Maroon Memberships are open to all Hall of Famers, their families and
friends, and all supporters of Boston College athletics.  Proceeds from Hall
of Fame Club memberships, and from the Club’s receptions before and after
each home football game, assist the Varsity Club in the production and
maintenance of the plaques honoring Hall of Fame members.

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GORDIE FARKOUH ‘83
Soccer
Had he not broken a wrist playing high school
football in Manhasset, New York, Gordie
Farkouh would never have made his way to
Boston College and a stellar, albeit highly
improbable, soccer career.

On the gridiron, Gordie never had any inclina-
tion to carry or pass the football. He never
wanted to score a touchdown.

“All I wanted to do was to stop the other
team’s fastest player. I loved to hit things,” says
Farkouh.

Sent to the football sideline, Gordie was some-
how allowed to play goal for the Manhasset
High soccer team. He liked being the last line
of defense and solely responsible for his suc-
cess or failure. But he was a still a football play-
er in his mind, a loner in one-to-one competi-
tion within the larger contest. Lacrosse-happy
Manhasset was just average in soccer, so he
got plenty of action and chances to showcase
his skills.

As lifelong friend Chip Acierno puts it,
“Gordie was reckless. He had no regard for his
body at all. He played with complete disregard
for his personal well-being.”

“My father always told me that some day I’d be
sorry, and I guess that he was right,” admits
Gordie, who’s already had one knee replaced.
There was the broken wrist in high school that
steered him to soccer, and a broken cheekbone
and torn cartilages that necessitated surgery
when he was at Boston College.

Farkouh is the first to admit that he lacked
finesse. So did the rest of his team mates from
the 1979 through 1982 seasons. They were
mudders and muckers, a down-and-dirty
bunch that still managed to ring up a 54-20-12
record and earn Boston College its first NCAA
Tournament berth ever.

Gordie was hard-wired for defense right from
childhood. The smallest and youngest of a
teeming brood of cousins, he was always stuck
back in the goal for floor hockey in the family
basement. He grew to love the sheer physical
combat of fending off shooters and attackers.

In youth football, he played middle linebacker
for coach Walter France, a taskmaster who
brought out and channeled Gordie’s aggres-
siveness and, as Farkouh fondly recalls, “Made
me want to hit harder. That’s the mentality I
had. I always considered myself a football play-
er.”

When it came time for college, Gordie applied
to several places but heard that Boston College
coach Ben Brewster was looking for a goalie to
succeed senior Tom McElroy. Brewster had no
scholarships to offer, but he worked hard to get

sons, the Eagles played a game against the
defending national champions.

“UConn got them to play us first, and we’d
tenderize ‘em,” grins Gordie. “We were a
bunch of goons from Boston and one from
New York. None of us was an All-American.
Ben was a tough, physical coach who made us
play to our skill set. All we wanted to do was
to win 1-0.”

One of Farkouh’s favorite memories was an
invitational tournament at Adelphi University.
The players from NCAA champion UCLA,
BC’s first-round opponent, made no secret of
their disdain and snickered in anticipation of
an easy contest. BC defeated both the Bruins
and Adelphi, to the delight of fans from near-
by Manhasset who’d come to see Gordie in
action.

Farkouh is Boston College soccer’s all-time
leader in saves (359); goals-against average
(0.71); shutouts (33); and wins (38). Because
McElroy missed several games due to injury,
Gordie got to play a good deal as a freshman.
BC won 15 games in each of his last three
years.

“This honor is really for the team,” he says of
His Hall of Fame induction. “We played
together as freshmen, and it all came together
for us as seniors – Lou Giovannone and Bob
Misdom my defenders, J.C. Carroll and Mike
Burns. We did what we had to do to win.”

After graduating with a degree in philosophy,
Gordie had no desire to continue playing soc-
cer. He headed to Wall Street and eventually
found another demanding coach, named
Mike, who’d just started an information ser-
vices company named Bloomberg.  Gordie is
still with Bloomberg after 20 years, supervis-
ing teams of account reps and sales people
who work with large brokerage firms.

“Mike’s not a sports guy, but he’s just like a
coach,” says Gordie. “We had half a floor and
he’d sit in the middle yelling orders. That’s
what I like – a tough boss who’s getting into
my space, who’s pushing me.”

Bloomberg, now mayor of New York, replies,
“Gordon has always been a true team player,
and his work ethic and professionalism have
made him a great asset. Had I known he was
such a star, I might have started a company
soccer team. Just make sure he’s back in New
York City by eight a.m. Monday.”

Gordie’ wife is the former Kim Prescott, a
1992 Simmons graduate. They met at
Bloomberg and have three-year-old twins,
Eddie and Kate.

an early commitment of admission. Gordie vis-
ited campus with his father Edward and made
up his mind right away. His father died shortly
afterwards and never got to see his son play in
college.

Brewster initially wondered if he’d made a
mistake, because the first four shots in practice
all bounced off Farkouh’s chest. It was an
inauspicious start.

“Gordie was unorthodox. If you were looking
for the guy who could handle the ball perfect-
ly, who could make the perfect dive – he was-
n’t that player,” said Ben, who coached Eagle
soccer while playing professionally for the
Boston Tea Men 

“But Gordie was a money player. He made the
key plays and gave the guys a chance to win.
He was also a natural leader, even though he
wasn’t our captain. When he spoke up in the
locker room, people would listen. ”

In Farkouh’s senior season, the team went 15-
5-3. They scored 33 goals but allowed only 14.
Gordie rang up 14 shutouts. Almost every vic-
tory was by 1-0 or 2-1. They played a total of
ten overtimes against Connecticut, beating
them in a shootout in Big East playoffs and los-
ing another shootout in the NCAAs.

Connecticut played a big role in BC’s rise to
prominence. Brewster had once worked as a
UConn assistant. When other national leaders
like San Francisco, Indiana, and UCLA came to
play the Huskies, Ben would arrange a date
with BC as well. In all four of Farkouh’s sea-
